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All members must play within the rules and respect officials and their decisions. Umpires decisions must be accepted in the spirit of the game at all times and dissent or obvious disagreement on or off the pitch will not be tolerated.
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All members must respect the rights, dignity and worth of all participants regardless of age, gender, ability, race, cultural background, religious beliefs or sexual identity.  Maximum commitment and encouragement should always be given to other members of the team.
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Members should arrive in good time for training and matches or inform their coach/captain/team manager if they are going to be late.  Members should attend as many training sessions as possible and show a high level of effort and commitment at all times throughout the season.  Listen and respond to coaching advice.
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Members must wear suitable kit for training and match sessions, as agreed with the coach/captain/team manager together with protective equipment (as per league rules).
